How will I know if camp is unexpectedly closed for the day?

In the event of an emergency school closing, we will send an email to all camp families and post information
on the GA Summer Programs website home page. If the closing occurs after camp is in session for the day,
we will contact all camper families by telephone to make necessary dismissal arrangements.

What if there is an emergency involving my child?
We will use the emergency contact information you provided when you registered for camp to contact you.
Please check your online account for accuracy and inform us of changes during the summer.

Camp Rules
Campers are expected to demonstrate respect and good behavior. Failure to follow the rules may result in

dismissal from camp without a refund. Please read and review the following rules with your child before
camp starts:
Listen to staff and follow directions.

e Respect othersé property. Stealing and van
e Use polite language. Profanity is not allowed.
e Respect othersé space. Hitting and pushing

Also, please be aware of the following campus policies:
¢ Smoking is not allowed anywhere on the Germantown Academy campus.
e Firearms are not allowed.
e The speed limit on campus is 5 miles per hour. Cell phone use while driving is not allowed
on our campus.
e Visitors must check in at a Welcome Center or at the Summer Programs Office.

Electronic devices at camp

We believe friendship and interactive activities are important components of the camp experience. There-
fore, campers are discouraged from bringing cell phones, iPods, and electronic games to camp, unless the
parent believes it is necessary for the time period after camp is over. Campers are expected to keep all
electronic devices turned off until camp is dismissed. Our staff are not responsible in the event personal
electronic devices become lost or stolen at camp.




Lunch and Snacks

Children expend a great deal of energy at camp, regardless of the program they are attending. Please be

sure your child starts the day with a nutritious breakfast. Campers staying for a full day may bring their

l unch, or you may order a sack lunch for your <child
al so availabl e. Check with your childbés camp direcHt

Most campers eat their lunch outside, picnic-style. Some combo campers eat lunch in the dining room at
12:00 during the transition between their morning and afternoon programs. Lunch time is always
supervised.

In order to assure that everyone stays hydrated and healthy, every camper should bring a labeled water
bottle to camp every day. If your child does not have a water bottle, he or she may be required to pur-
chase a camp water bottle. Water coolers are located throughout the campus. In the interest of con-
serving natural resources, we generally do not provide cups for water; campers are expected to use their
water bottles.

Communication

Our #1 priority is assuring a safe and enriching experience for children. If you need to speak to someone

regarding your child, kindly leave a message in the summer programs office and someone will return

your cal . Sending an email to your childdéds camp d
keep in mind that counselors and coaches who are responsible for the direct care of children generally

do not have time to speak with parents during the camp day. However, we will be happy to arrange a

conversation with the appropriate administrator or make a phone appointment for a more convenient

time.

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Arrival and Departure:

Where is drop off and pick up?

The camps listed above will drop off and pick up outside the Field House at Germantown Academy. Parents
should enter the campus via the Arts Center entrance on Morris Road. Please see the inside back cover of the
Start Up Booklet for a map and additional information.

Am | allowed to drop off and pick up my child at Gwynedd Mercy College?

Yes. You will need to register your child for GMC drop off and/or pick up by emailing the summer programs of-
fice at summer@gacamp.orgwi t h your camper s name, their camp,
and/or picking them up from GMC. IMPORTANT NOTE: Traditional Day Camp and Soccer Camp do  NOT

end the day at Gwynedd Mercy College. Campers in these camps must be picked up from GA.

How are traffic patterns on the GA campus going to be affected by construction?

There will be a 2-lane, one-way road encircling most of the campus. Cars will not be permitted to exit the cam-
pus from the Arts Center onto Morris Road. Please refer to the map on the inside back cover of the Start Up
Booklet for more information.

Where should | park if | want to stop and talk with camp staff when | drop my child off in the morning?
You should enter the campus from Lafayette Avenue and park in the parking lot behind the McLean Hall play-
ground, or in the parking lot parallel to Lafayette Avenue. Then you may walk with your child to the field house.

Where should | park if | need to stop at the Summer Programs office?

From 9:15 a.m. until 3:00 p.m. you should use the designated parking spaces next to the Summer Programs
Office. If you are coming to the office during arrival or departure (8:45-9:15 a.m. and 3:15-4:15 p.m.) the traffic
may block your exit. We recommend parking in the Arts Center parking lot and walking to the Summer Pro-
grams office during those times of day.

What if my children are attending multiple camps?

If you are bringing more than one child to camp in the morning, you may need to drive to several locations, de-
pending on the camps they are attending. If this is problematic for you, you may enter campus off of Lafayette
Avenue and take them to the Welcome Center, located in the green pavilion on the way to the Quad.

What if | need to pick up my child early?

It is very important to notify the Summer Programs Office in advance if you plan to take your child home early.
We will transport your child back to GA to be ready for the departure time you designate, or you may arrange to
pick up your child at GMC. Early dismissals always occur at a Summer Programs Welcome Center. You should
call (267) 405-7321 or email summer@gacamp.org to make early dismissal arrangements.

What about Extended Day?

Extended Day will only be offered on the Germantown Academy campus. The hours are 7:00 7 8:45 a.m. and
3:3071 6:00 p.m. You can register online for Extended Day. Arrival and departure for Extended Day is at the
McLean Hall playground.
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Transportation:

How will my child travel from one campus to the other?
We are contracting with a reputable school bus company to handle the regularly scheduled transport of
campers from one campus to the other.

How long is the bus ride?
It is about 10 minutes from GA to Gwynedd Mercy College or Upper Dublin Sports Center, and about 5 min-
utes between Gwynedd Mercy College and Upper Dublin Sports Center.

Who will be supervising my child on the bus?
Counselors, coaches, and camp directors will be riding the buses with the campers.

What if my child misses the bus?
A Germantown Academy van driver will drive campers to GMC in a GA van if they arrive late.

Wondédt there be a | ot of valuable camp time | ost
The bus ride for camp is not your typical bus ride. Unlike what most children experience when they attend
school, where the day starts at the end of the bus ride, the day starts at camp before they hop on the bus.
Just like when groups are walking across our campus during the course of a normal day at camp, counsel-
ors will use the travel time as an opportunity for engaging children and turning a mundane activity into a fun
experience. The bus ride is one more opportunity to play games, sing songs, and make friends.

Safety and Security:

Will attendance be taken on the bus?
Attendance will be taken each time a bus leaves one location for another, to assure all campers are ac-
counted for.

Is GMC a safe campus?
Gwynedd Mercy College is a quiet and safe campus. There are not many other groups or students sched-
uled to be on campus during our summer programs. GMC has 24-hour security.

Will sports campers be able to take cover from the sun and heat as needed?
Yes, canopy tents will be located near the fields to provide shade for campers. Air conditioned spaces are
available to us to use for training videos.

Will the construction workers at GA be near my child?

No, the contracted workers will be in a separate, fenced-in section of campus. In addition, all construction
workers on campus have undergone a background check, including Child Abuse clearance and Criminal
history check.

Will my child be exposed to construction dust at GA?
There are very strict dust protection regulations for construction. Water will be used to reduce all dust and
there should be no impact on camp.

What about health services? We will have two nurses on the summer programs team this summer, one at
GA and one at GMC. Both are nurses employed at GA during the school year. The nurse who will be at
GMC is also an athletic trainer.



Swimming:

Where will swimming take place?  Morning troop swimming lessons for day camp and recreational swim
for tennis camp, lacrosse camp, football camp, baseball camp, and softball camp will take place at Upper
Dublin Sports Center. All other swimming activities, including recreational swim for day camp and soccer
camp, will occur in the GA pool.

Who are the swimming staff at Upper Dublin Sports Center? GA Summer Programs Swimming Staff
will continue to teach day camp swim lessons and supervise the recreational swim periods for sports
camps. All of our swim staff are Red Cross certified in Lifeguarding, First Aid, and CPR for the Professional
Rescuer. Most are certified physical education teachers. Upper Dublin Sports Center lifeguard staff will
also be present during our swim activities at that facility.

Communication:

What phone number should | call if | need to speak to someone about a child who is at GMC?

You can always call the Summer Programs main office at (267) 405-7321 about your child, regardless of
the childbébs | ocation. I n addition, the Day Camp
lege. This number will be available on our website prior to the start of camp.

Day Camp Activities:

What about nature? Will there be animals?
The campus of Gwynedd Mercy College has plenty of wooded natural areas. Our nature program will con-
tinue to include small animals.

What about archery, rocketry, ga ga, arts and crafts, music, and media lab?
All of these activities will continue to be a part of the Day Camp experience.

What about challenge and adventure?

Our challenge director will lead teambuilding and challenge activities at Gwynedd Mercy College, through
the use of portable adventure equipment. In addition, we will still have access to our ropes course and
climbing wall on the GA campus, and will facilitate activities at GA for troops throughout the summer.

What about Creek Week?

We are still having Creek Week! Some of the Creek Week activities will occur at Gwynedd Mercy College.
In addition, through some creative scheduling, each of our troops will have a chance to spend a day on (and
in) the Wissahickon Creek on the GA campus.

Lunch:

Can | still order lunch if my child is attending camp at GMC?
Yes, lunches will be prepared at GA and transported to GMC.

What about pizza?
Yes, pizza will be prepared and delivered hot to campers at GMC.
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What if my child will be absent or late?

Please call our Absent/Tardy Hotline at (267) 405 -7521 before 9:30 a.m. if your child will be absent or

more than 15 minutes late to camp in the morning. If you know your child will be absent at least one day

in advance, please notify us by sending a note t h
summer@gacamp.org . If your child typically arrives at camp in the afternoon, please call the Absent/

Tardy Hotline before 1:30 p.m.

What time is arrival?

Staff will be ready to greet children 15 minutes prior to the scheduled start time for the camp, and continue
to be available to greet children until 15 minutes past the scheduled start time. (From 8:45 a.m. until 9:15
a.m. for camps starting at 9:00)

What if | need to drop off my child early or pick up my child late?

Extended hours occur from 7:00 a.m. until 8:45 a.m. and from 3:30 p.m. until 6:00 p.m. Advanced registra-
tion is available and we also accept drop-ins for an additional fee. If you need to drop off your child more
than 15 minutes before the start of a morning program or pick up your child more than 15 minutes late at the
end of an afternoon program, you must enroll your child in Extended Hours that day. Extended Hours is lo-
cated at the playground behind McLean Hall. Drop-off and Pick-up is from the McLean Hall parking lot (see
map inside back cover).

What if | need to drop off my child late?

If you arrive at camp to drop off your child after 9:15 a.m. for a morning camp, or after 1:15 p.m. for the start
of an afternoon program, then you must take your child to the Welcome Center for security and attendance
purposes. The staff will take your child to his or her camp location. The Welcome Center is located at the
green pavilion next to the main parking lot.

Car Tags

In the middle of this booklet, you will find two car tags to be used by parents or anyone else who will be pick-
ing your child up from camp. Hang the tag on the rear-view mirror of the vehicle used for picking up your
child.

It is essential for the safety of your child that we observe this procedure for pick-up. Anyone picking up a
camper must display the car tag. No camper will be released without the tag. Additional car tags are avail-
able by calling the camp office.




Pick - up and Drop - off Procedures and Locations

Campers should exit and enter their cars using the side-
walk. Program staff will be there both to greet and dis-
miss the children. No car should be left unattended in
the quadrangle at any time. Parents wishing to talk to
someone or to escort their child into the building should
park in a parking lot (see map inside back cover) and
accompany their child around the quadrangle on the
sidewalk. Please do not walk across the grass in the
quadrangle and through the traffic.

Arts Center Drop -Off and Pick -Up
Parents should enter the campus from Morris Road
using the Arts Center entrance (see map inside back
cover) and drive in the LEFT lane. Program staff will be
behind the building to greet the children. Staff will es-
cort campers to their camp location via the rear en-
trance of the building. Parents wishing to talk to some-
one or to escort their child into the building themselves
should park in the Arts Center parking lot next to Morris
Road.

Field House
Enter the campus from Morris Road using the Arts
Center entrance and drive in the LEFT lane. Staff will
greet campers and escort them into the Field House,
where they will gather and prepare to walk to the bus.

Thank you for choosing Germantown Academyés Explorer Camp.
day. On most days, campers should arrive at camp at 9:00 a.m. and we will typically return by 4:30 p.m. for pick-up.

There are some days we need to depart before 9:00 a.m. and we will not be able to accommodate late arrivals on those

days, due to the distance and nature of the trip. Pick-up time can vary from the anticipated time due to traffic, speed of

the river when applicable, and the time required for all campers to complete an activity. Should pick-up and drop-off times
change, campers and their families will be notified.

At the conclusion of each dayés activity, the director wil!/l
their ride to alert them of the expected arrival time. (You are also welcome to send a cell phone with your child, but

please be aware that campers are expected to leave their cell phones in the van during our activities. We cannot be re-

sponsible for lost, damaged or stolen cell phones.) On each day of camp please give your camper the phone num-

ber that you want used to contact you. In the event that you are unable to pick your child up at this time, Extended

Hours is available and you can arrange to pick up your child there.

Campers participating in Afternoon Explorer Camp will eat lunch together as a group and depart for a trip each afternoon.

The drop -off and pick -up location for Explorer Camp is by the parking lot behind Leas Hall.

(Campus Map Location # 8) This area is parallel to Lafayette Avenue, between the main parking lot and the McLean
Hall parking lot. If you enter through the main Lafayette Avenue entrance, bear left at the fork in the driveway. Then turn
left at the stop sign to park in the parking lot or continue driving straight at the stop sign to drop off a camper at the side-
walk.

You should have received an Explorer Camp Welcome Letter and Packet of Waivers in the mail. Please sign and return

all waivers to the Summer Programs Of f i.ckeselweaifers caa alsp befaundc hi | d
on the AFormsodo section of our website.

Campers will not be allowed to participate in certain activities without these completed release forms.

It is our intention to stay with the schedule but in the event of inclement weather, we will shift activities to accommodate
the weather.

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Dear Parents,

Thank you for enrolling your child in ART QUEST 2010! We are looking forward to a wonderful summer filled with
lots of art and creative projects. We have a terrific staff of experienced and dedicated teachers and energetic as-
sistants who are busy planning the curriculum and who are looking forward to working with your children. We have
an excellent ratio of staff to students to insure that each child will be well supervised and will receive all the assis-
tance and guidance that is needed. In addition to our classroom work with hands on art, students will be working
periodically on lessons that will enhance knowledge and appreciation of art through stories, videos, discussion,
games, and other activities.

Morning sessions begin with drop off at 9:00AM at the Lower School QUAD (Campus map location #5 ), where Art
Quest staff members will greet your child. Students will then go into the basement of McLean Hall where they will
be directed to their art classrooms. Students in advanced classes will wait in the Assembly room for everyone to
arrive and then will walk with a teacher to their classroom in the Arts Center.

Reminder: All late arrivals and early dismissals must take place through the Welcome Center.

Each morning we will have a supervised recess from10:30AM to 11:00AM. During this time, children can use the
playground area, play games, or sketch in the garden. We will provide a light snack. Children may also bring
snacks from home if they prefer.

At 11: 00AM, the children will return to classrooms
at 11:45 AM. Dismissal is at 12:00PM at which time the children who go home will be escorted back to the GA
Quad for pickup. Students who will be joining Day Camp for the afternoon will be escorted to the dining room for
lunch and to the Grove to begin their afternoon activities. Those students who will be having lunch and staying for
Art Quest Afternoon or another afternoon program will have a 45-minute supervised lunch period before we begin
afternoon classes at 1:00PM. Afternoon art classes end at 4PM. Pick up will be at the Lower School Quad.

All materials for Art Quest classes are included in the price of tuition. Students will each get a sketchbook to use
during free time and in their classes.

On the final day of Art Quest, Friday July 30th, we will have a special reception and art exhibit of the work created
by students who have attended our program during the summer of 2010. Parents and friends will be invited to
come to this exhibit/reception. An invitation will be sent home.

I f you have any questions or concerns, feel free to
make sure each child has a wonderful experience while attending ART QUEST 2010! We are looking forward to a
great summer!

Here is
some information to get you started thinking about the program...

Drop off and pick up is in Patriot Village (Campus Map Location #3) . The sooner everyone arrives, the
sooner we can begin experimenting, so we appreciate it when everyone arrives by 9:00 a.m.
